Today’s Text: 2 Corinthians 3:18

So all of us who have had that veil removed can see and
reflect the Glory of the Lord

Introduction

Salvation is a journey, NOT a destination... Our walk with the Lord is NOT static, changes
occur with the “regeneration” work of the Holy Spirit in the believer life as he journeys
heavenwards.

It's the visible external transformation with the “internal spiritual surgery” of the Holy Spirit
in the hearts of the believers. read Philippians 2:12-13. All believers, especially those in
cosk have the blessings and promise of God found in today’s text.

With “unveiled” faces, we reflect the Glory of the Lord into 2011 and as we are transformed
by the Power of the Holy Spirit into the likeness of God, Paul tells us Three Truths every
believer has :

1. Objective Vision - Through “Unveiled face”
2. Subjective Transformation - By the Spirit of the Lord
3. Progressive Experience - From “Glory To Glory”

1. Objective Vision - Through "Unveild Face”

You've heard these three truths from the WORD this
morning, The good news is that these three truths are available through the “Finished
Work of our Lord Jesus At Calvary”. As for cosk, as we begin 2011, it's God’s desire that
we with"unveiled faces, have a clear (not obstructive) Objective Vision of the Glory of
God in His Will, Purpose, Direction - individually & as a church. that we be “subjectively
transformed by the Holy Spirit. that we Progressively Experience Christ-likeness as

we move from Glory to Glory heavenwards. Beloved, when these three truths are
manifested through our lives, we will GLOW for His GLORY in 2011.
