The Gospel of Mark is a written account of Jesus’ 
Life & Ministry. It shows Jesus’ accomplishments 
and CALLS us to Follow in His steps of 
SERVITUDE, even if it means Suffering.
The key verse, Mark 10:45 reads ‘For even the 
Son of Man came NOT to be served BUT to 
Serve others and to GIVE his life as a ransom for 
many’, provides the dividing line for the Two Main 
sections of this Gospel:
Section One: chapter 1 to 10 
                       The Service of A Servant
Section Two: chapter 11 to 16   
                       The Sacrifice of A Servant
Christ the Servant is the Main Theme of this 
biography of Jesus, calling us to A Life of 
Service that we should Imitate. He wants us to 
Believe in and feel the Emotions of Jesus. In this 
Gospel, we will learn the Personality of Servant 
hood & Sacrificial Service - Servant hood In 
Actions. We will understand the love, sympathy, 
fatigue, solitude, wonder, grief, sighing, anger & 
composure of Servant hood.
I strongly urge all to join bro Peter Tan as he 
teaches this aspect of the Life & Ministry of Our 
Lord Jesus - Service & Sacrifice of A Servant.

As a matter of religious custom, the Pharisees 
insisted on special hand-washing ceremonies to 
remove the contaminating effects of any possible 
contact with “unclean” persons or objects. 

This practice probably was derived from Old 
Testament teachings that prohibited contact 
with “unclean” things. read Leviticus 5:2-3 and 
prescribed special washing for the priests - read 
Exodus 30:17-21.
Mark 7:6-7 How Can Worship Be In Vain - Lip 
Service
Empty ritual strips worship of its meaning and 
power, for God desires worshippers to come 
to Him in spirit and truth - read John 4:23-
24. Naturally, worship is vain when it consists 
of adherence to human rules and teachings 
- without honest, thoughtful praise to God as 
Prophet Isaiah 29:13 terms as  Lip Service 
Praise & Worship
Mark 7:9-13 Traditions vs. Hypocrisy
Traditions are established teachings passed 
on from one person to another, such as those 
passed on by parents to children in the Old 
Testament.
Corban (v11) is a Hebrew word that means a Gift 
Devoted To God. Once something was declared 
devoted it could never be used for any other 
purpose. The scam mentioned here was simple: 
people could protect their assets until after their 
death by simply putting them under a vow. Even 
needy elderly parents were EXCLUDED from 
help once something was Corban. This was 
a clear example of Hypocrisy as defined by 
Jesus.
There is always a danger in Traditions, however, 
that the true word of God may be obscured by 
such traditions. Paul himself knew how traditions 
had given the wrong focus to his life and even 
considered what was good about tradition to be 
loss compared to the JOY of knowing Christ  
All Are Welcome. Invite your Hokkien or Mandarin 
speaking friends and relatives to experience 
God’s Grace as well as to Grow In Spiritual 
Maturity. Better still, join us as we expand our 
personal evangelism of God’s Love to the homes 
in Punggol Central.

马可 7:9-13  传统 对衡 假冒伪善

传统乃是一人传于另一人的教导，如旧
约时代父母传于儿女一样。

Corban （11节）是希伯来文，表示献上
给神的献礼。只要物品被宣告献上就不
能被使用在别处。 意思很简单：人们
能够以宣誓的方式在自己死后，保障财
产。只要被宣誓后，就算是年老的父母
有需要也不能例外。这是耶稣所举一个
明确的例子。 

传统时常有其危险性，就是神的真理可

Message title: Go away from me, 
                       for I am a sinful man
Scripture text: Luke 5:1-11

Through serious and genuine repentance, can a man become like Jesus.  Hope after in-depth 
study of today’s scriptures, Holy Spirit work within us, will change everything about us.  Today’s 
scripture is a very famous parable and it is very familiar to many of us.  Jesus as son of man called 
out to fisherman Peter, later He made Peter fishers of man.

Brief description of the storey.
Give it a thought, if you were Simon Peter,
Simon Peter’s response as written in the bible (Luke 5:8)

Back to the Bible, we want to study why Simon Peter said “Go away from me, for I am a sinful 
man”

   • Luke 5:5  — “….. But because you say so, I will let down the net.”What is the meaning?
   • Luke 5:3  — “….. sat down and taught the people from the boat.” What is the teaching about?
     Study: Matthew 4:14 – 17, Isaiah 9:1 – 7

We can learn a few important things from today’s parable:

1. When we see God’s Light and Glory, we will discover our own sinful nature at the same 
    time. (Luke 5:8)

Similar – When Isaiah see God in His Holy Temple (Isaiah 6:1-5)

   • Through repentance we empty our hearts (Philippians 2:5-8)
      What is the meaning of repentance?—— Empty our heart,
	 - It is dead,
	 - Demolish Satan’s strong hold in our heart,
	 - Open heaven’s golden key.

   • Bear fruits after repentance (Matthew 13:3-8)
   • After empty our heart, open spiritual world (Matthew 5:8)
   • If we empty our heart, heaven will descend (Matthew 3:2)
   • How do you know one has repented?  (Matthew 3:8)

2. Those whom only see Jesus as son of  man will surely die.

Jesus as son of man has performed many miracle, but if we keep focusing and remembering on 

Jesus as son of man, we will not see God’s Glory and Grace.  Hurriedly, discard Jesus in flesh, 
then you shall live.  Hence, Jesus die on the Cross for us, Resurrected, Raise to Heaven, Left 
this world.  He left and let no one see His Body anymore.

   • Apostle Paul also mentioned in Corinthians 5:16.
   • How then shall we regard Jesus?
   	 - Jesus is Light,
	 - Jesus is Spirit,
	 - Jesus is Love,
	 - Jesus is the Word,
	 - Jesus is God’s Only Son.
     I do not see Jesus with my eyes, but I know that He is in me (though He cannot be seen), 
but He is in control of everything concerning me, making me understand God’s will - Holy Spirit 
Jesus.

   • Simon Peter saw the reality of Jesus through miracle.
   • Between miracle and Jesus, Blinded Christians are still asking for miracle and its power.
     The manager’s experience (Luke 16:19-31)
     The experience of Jesus’ disciple, Thomas (John 20:25-29)

   • Among the miracle, the most meaning one is to understand Jesus is Holy Spirit, through daily 
     experiencing the Holy Spirit, fellowshipping with Him, this is REAL miracle.
    The result of ONLY seeking after miracle, is cut off and destroy, but through the Holy Spirit and   
    Grace, we will mature.

3. Peter’s true transformation happens on Pentecost in the upper room (Acts 2: 1-5)

After Jesus ascended to Heaven, the only counselor is the Holy Spirit.  There is no one else on 
earth that teaches.
Philip, Steven, James…. non of them is , neither is Peter himself, Peter personally can’t teach 
others.
Jesus as son of man had taught him, now Jesus entered into the inner being of Peter through the 
Holy Spirit.

   • During Jesus’ times, there is no sacrifice or touched/moved
   • During the period of Grace (Holy Spirit Era), Jesus sacrifice and commit his life.
   • We are to remember “Grace is engraved on stone, hatred is written on running water”

腓立，司提反，雅各。。都不是，也不是彼得自己，彼得本身也教不了别人。

肉身耶稣曾经教过他，现在拿肉身的耶稣变成圣灵耶稣干脆进到彼得里面。

•  耶稣时代没有牺牲和感动。

•  恩典时代（圣灵时代）尤为耶稣牺牲和委身。

•  我们要记住“恩典雕刻在石头上，怨恨写在流水上”。
