Againwe have had many teachings about God's Love and our need to Love our brethren, however we
also find out'that many of our brethren seem to preach Love but yet do not walk in love towards one
another. Whilst it.is"easy to point our finger at others, lets for once look within ourselves to see if we
are walking iniLove towards our brethren.

First.of all, we have to understand that from the first page of the Bible in Genesis to the last page in
Revelations, it is a declaration of God’s Love for mankind. How God love man that He created Adam
and Eve and put them in the Garden of Eden, how He loved Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, how He loved
David and-Solomon, how He loved Jesus and finally the church and the rest of mankind. We need to
first understand God’s love for us before even comprehending His Love. We may have encountered
times that we feel God does not love us, but someone else more than us, how else can we explain the
blessings that others receive but we don't? If we can’t comprehend His love, than we can forget about
walking in His Love for the bible says He has shed His love abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost.
That means we are capable of loving others the way He loves them.

We may sometimes confuse ourselves by comparing His Love for us with our love for our children and
our loved ones... if we do that, it is actually an injustice to God’s love for us. We need to understand in
the Bible there are 4 Greek words that have been translated as love.

1) Eros - erotic kind of love

2) Phileo - brotherly kind of love

3) Storge - family kind of love

4) Agape - God'’s unconditional love

God's love for mankind is described by the Greek word Agape. The only commandment that Jesus
gave to the church is that we walk in love because love fulfills the law. Love is the reason He sent
Jesus to the cross for us. Love is the reason Jesus went to the cross on our behalf, love is the reason
our faith works, and also the reason why others can see we are of Christ.

Loving self & one anotherfollows LavingGod (with the help of the Holy Spirit)
1Jn. 4:10,11aJesus saidi‘Love one another as | HAVE LOVED you'’
Without the indwelling Holy Spirit, we cannot love one another as Christ's Agape love.
God wants some ‘mather Theresa’ in our relationship with one another, some patience loving the
quarrelsome irritating person, some love towards the ‘bullying’ boss or office colleague fighting for
higher positions at our expense, some helping hand to a neighbour (someone with a need) In loving
God, realise'that God’s love overflows to those we come in contact with, especially our brethrens
in"Christ. We are.encouraged to share God'’s love (or keep it.) Mt. 10:8 ‘freely received, freely give’

To love,is to give: God loved, God gave His only Son Jn.3:16

Leve is also costly (time, resources, talents). Loving us costs God His son. 1 Jn.3:18

Before we'can love our neighbours (anyone who has a need!) we need to love ourselves.

Paul reminds us to self assess ourselves soberly & humbly. Rm 12:3

We ought to know our position in Christ as a believer, that we are precious (costly for God to redeem
us) .

We must ‘look after’ our bodies (visible) as ‘temples’ of the Holy Spirit-use for His glory.

Loving neighbour as self is only by His Grace & Grace alone.
Carnally we will love some, hate some but by His Spirit we can love one another over time (process)

Summary:

My prayer is that as you attend the Camp at Desaru, come expecting God to speak to you on how
important it is to have a Love relationship with Him & with one another.

Loving God with all our “heart, mind, soul & loving self & neighbour” can only be by His Grace & the
Holy Spirit.

His desire is that we love Him, neighbour & self more “today than yesterday” (process) & that as we
walk this “Walk of Love” our vertical & horizontal relationships grow & glow with time.

Only when we realise we cannot obey the “greatest & first commandment” as in Mt. 22:37-39 on

our own but through Faith & reliance on the Holy Spirit can we experience His Love, Favours &
Blessings.

Afew years after World War Il, a Christian Japanese boy at a public speaking contest announced
that his subject would be: “The Sacredness,of Work.”

Some people smiled at his choice, but when they heard his story, their smiles turned to tears.
His parents and home were burned to ashes'in the atomic bomb explosion at Nagasaki.

He was the eldest of three surviving children, and together they knelt in the ashes of their home and
prayed to know what to do.

One of them said:*l| know, we can work.”

So they set to work, gathering bits of tin and boards, and soon they had built a little hut in which to
live.

They could have nursed their grudge and become gloomy; instead they forgave, forgot, and went to
work.

No“One'who wants to.maintain spiritual freshness can afford to nurse a grudge.
It will poison bothSpirit and body.

Grudges-put the whole physical and mental system on a war basis instead of on a peace basis.

| often tell my counselees they cannot afford to carry grudges or maintain hates.
Such things can make them ill and tire them out.

A grudge or a resentment is sand
in the machinery of living.

May God teach you how to get the
splinters of resentment out of your
soul and also out of your body.

May He also help you to decide
that-

- it is the ol of love,

- not the sand of resentments,

- that shall go into the machinery of
your life day by day.
