If we ourselves are not matured in these areas how then can we expect
others to mature beyond what we are? No wonder the Church is weak. No wonder the
Church is sometimes under the power and influence of the Devil more than it is under the
Power and influence of God.

We need to know the importance of our own discipleship training and disciple ourselves
diligently.
