Message Title: CHRISTIAN MATURITY

There is much teaching in the New Testament on Practical Christian Living, and they are
all important for Christians wishing to grow to maturity. This study is limited to passages
of scripture where there is a clear reference to Christian Maturity. The key findings of this
study are as follows:

LACK OF MATURITY

1. Shown in behaviour: Jealousy, quarrelling and divisions in the church (1 Cor 3:1-4)
2. Some causes

(a) Diet: Taking milk and not solid food (1 Cor 3:1-2)

Receiving only elementary teachings (Heb 6:1-2)

(b) Environment: the seed that fell among thorns — they are choked by life’s worries; riches
and pleasures, and they do not mature (Lk 8:14)
